With over 490 colourful halftimbered houses, Celle as the ‘Jewel
on the Aller’ presents the largest compact ensemble of ifs kind

in Europe, and is one of the most splendid towns in Germany.
Only few know that Celle is virtually a birthplace of the modem
architecture ‘Neues Bauen’, and in regards to Bauhaus it plays in
the same league as the towns Weimar and Dessau. Not only is
there a quantitative, but also a qualitative variety of wonderfully
preserved buildings, which are sfill partially used according o
their original purpose—e.g. the school ‘Alistédter Schule’, known
as ‘Glass School’, attracted visitors from all over the world.

ofto haesler

ofto haesler (1880-1962) was one of the
greatest architects of the 20th century. He is
considered as one of the most important repre-
sentatives of ‘Neues Bauven’ during the Wei-
mar Republic, who revolutionised the housing
in particular. Between 1906 and 1933 he
worked as a freelance architect in Celle.

His seftlements and buildings still characterise

the cifyscape today. Affer his time in the ducal town, he moved to
Eutin in Schleswig-Holstein. He was, among other things, the Deputy
Director of the building department of lodz and Lviv and accompa-
nied the reconstruction of the old town of Rathenow.

With his appointment as Professor and Head of the Depariment
of Mechanisation and Industrialisation by the German Academy of
Construction, he has reached the height of his career in 1951.
haesler died in Wilhelmshorst near Potsdam in 1962.

The tour sfarts at the castle and leads past the Direktorenvilla
(Principal’s Villa) through the Italian Garden, along St.Georg-
Garten and the Blumldger Feld fo the internationally wellknown
school building ‘Altstéidter Schule’. From here, the tour takes you
back to the starting point at the casfle. During the trip you will

receive interesting information on the individual buildings and the

life of ofto haesler.

The tour leads you past the castle through the
ltalian Garden, to St. Georg-Garten and the Blumléger Feld,
and the last highlight of the tour is the school ‘Altstédter Schule’.

This setilement has basically remained
unchanged and marks haesler's final break-
through fo new architecture.

St. Georg-Garten

The settlement is considered as the first row
sefflement in the style of 'Neues Bauen’, and
was praised by many architecture critics as a
‘model setilement’.

Bluml&ger Feld

The residential group was haesler's last con-
struction project in Celle. With this setlement,
haesler achieved his goal of creating afford-
able housing for the less welloff population.

The
main features of the coffee
house were created by
ofto haesler in 1928, in-
cluding the beautiful newly
upholstered seating niches
which are now waiting

fo make it comfortable for
many guests.
